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El IES Federico Garcia Lorca es un centro publico dependiente de la Consejeria de Educacién de la Junta de Andalucia en
el que se imparte el Ciclo Formativo de Formacion Profesional de Grado Superior de GESTION Y ORGANIZACION DE
LOS RECURSOS NATURALES Y PAISAJISTICOS. En este Ciclo se adquiere la competencia general para: gestionar los
recursos naturales y paisajisticos, programando y organizando los recursos humanos y materiales y los trabajos
necesarios para alcanzar los objetivos de produccion y proteccién del medio natural.

En Espafia es obligatorio que los alumnos que estudian Formacién Profesional realicen practicas en empresas para
obtener la graduacion, en este sentido, el médulo de Formacion en Centros de trabajo, perteneciente al Ciclo Formativo
de Formacion Profesional de Grado Superior de GESTION Y ORGANIZACION DE LOS RECURSOS NATURALES Y
PAISAJISTICOS permite a los alumnos realizar estas practicas en empresas, su caracteristica mas relevante es que se
desarrolla en un ambito productivo real, donde el alumnado puede observar y desempefiar las funciones propias de las
distintas ocupaciones relativas a una profesion, conocer la organizacion de los procesos productivos o de servicios y las
relaciones sociolaborales en la empresa o centro de trabajo, orientado y asesorado en todo momento por las personas
responsables del seguimiento y evaluacion de sus actividades, que, a tal fin son designados por un lado en el centro de
trabajo y por otro en el centro educativo. Como ya se ha dicho anteriormente, este médulo es obligatorio y necesario para
obtener la graduacion. Los alumnos tienen la posibilidad de realizarlo tanto en Espafia como en el resto de los paises de la
Union Europea, con este fin, la Junta de Andalucia convoca estancias en estos paises para el alumnado que cursa
ensefianzas de formacion profesional y nuestro centro, aprovechando esta convocatoria, lleva afios enviando alumnos a
realizar practicas a distintos paises de la Unién Europea. El problema es que las plazas son limitadas.

Desde el curso 2007-2008, los estudiantes esparioles de los ciclos de FP de Grado Superior forman parte, junto con los
alumnos universitarios, de los colectivos educativos que se pueden beneficiar del programa Erasmus, cuyo objetivo es
atender a las necesidades de ensefianza y aprendizaje de todos los participantes en la ensefianza superior de Europa.

El IES Federico Garcia Lorca solicita la Carta Universitaria Erasmus Ampliada (the Extended Erasmus University Charter)
para que nuestros alumnos que cursan FP de Grado Superior se beneficien del proyecto de movilidad de estudiantes en
practicas que ofrece el programa Erasmus y que de esta forma tengan otra posibilidad de formarse en paises de nuestro
entorno, entrando en contacto directo con las tecnologias utilizadas en empresas europeas. Asimismo, se persigue que
perfeccionen sus conocimientos del idioma y que sepan desenvolverse en un entorno laboral utilizando como lengua
vehicular otra distinta de la materna.

Para la eleccién de los socios se tiene en cuenta que desarrollen su actividad relacionada con la del ciclo formativos de
grado superior que se imparte en el instituto, vinculada a temas medioambientales y paisajisticos, para cuyo ambito, es
valido cualquier pais europeo.

Nuestro centro divulgara la concesion de la Carta Universitaria Erasmus entre toda la comunidad educativa, usando para
ello su pagina web, la revista del centro, circulares, etc.

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I.E.S. Federico Garcia Lorca is a state high school organized by the Education Office of the government of Andalusia. The
formative cycle of the vocational training of the higher grade in the Support and Organization of Natural and Landscape
Resources is provided in this school. In this cycle one obtains the general competence to support natural and landscape
resources; and to organize the human resources, the materials and the work that must be done in order to achieve the
objectives regarding the production and protection of natural resources.

In Spain students who engage in vocational studies are obliged to spend time working in related companies in order to
obtain their degree. That is why the internship module allows the students to do their practice in companies, in which work
has to be carried out first and foremost in a productive way, so that students are able to observe and perform the functions
related to the distinct occupations of the profession. They should also get acquainted with the organization of the productive
processes or services. On top of that, they should be aware of the social relations in the company in which they work. At all
times they need to be guided and advised by the people responsible for the supervision and evaluation of their activities.
These persons are appointed for that purpose, both by the company and by the school.

As stated above, this course is obligatory and necessary in order to obtain the degree. Students have the possibility to
carry it out either in Spain or in other countries belonging to the European Union. For this purpose, the Andalusian
government organizes places in those countries for the students who are doing vocational studies. Our school, which wants
to take advantage of this opportunity, for years has been sending students to different countries in the European Union to
carry out their practice. The problem is that places are limited.

Since the academic year 2007-2008, Spanish students in the formative cycle of vocational studies of the higher grade,
together with students at university, have formed part of the educational group which can take part in the Erasmus
programme, of which the objective is to meet all needs regarding education and training of all participants of higher
education in Europe.

I.E.S. Federico Garcia Lorca wishes to apply for the Extended Erasmus University Charter so that its students who are
doing vocational studies in the higher grade can benefit from this mobility project in internships which are offered by the
Erasmus programme. This would offer them the possibility to educate themselves in surrounding countries and to be
exposed to applied technologies and European companies. On top of that, they would get the opportunity to improve their
language knowledge and to learn to exercise their profession in a work environment in which a language other than their
native tongue is used.

For the choice of partners is taken into account carrying out their activity cycle related to higher degree courses taught in
high school, linked to environmental and landscape issues to which field applies any European country.

Our school will publicise the granting of the Erasmus University Charter throughout the whole educational community, using
its webpage, the school’s newsletter, circulars, etc.

The students will receive all the information necessary to be able to carry out their training unit in companies abroad.

In order to meet the needs regarding the integration of disabled students and/or students with learning problems the
following initiatives will be carried out:

-Project ‘School, Space for Peace’, in which respect for racial, religious and cultural differentiation will be developed
-Project of co-education, of which the main goal is to avoid gender-based differences

-Scholarships, for those students who are socio-economically challenged
